o Fall 2017 -- the real thing!
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e What I've already learned ...
O Low response rate
m Make responses part of the grade?
m Make students feel more invested in the outcome?
o Metacognition doesn’t sink in immediately
m More set-up about the research study and purposes
m More metacognitive intervention -- never enough!
o Confirmation that some students self-report poor
metacognition, particularly with respect to monitoring
