“primarily in Nassau County.”’

By 1975 enrollment in NLO had
increased five hundred percent
and a second office was
necessary. Suffolk County only

Nassau County. The NLO opened
an office in Suffolk. Students
immediately began to practice in
state courts in Suffolk using the
1972 student practice order. In

Effective Fall Term 1977,
Hofstra Law School second and
third year students will no
longer have the option of
deciding to take one course per
semester for a “P.”” The
November 18 meeting of the
faculty voted to abolish the Pass-
Fail Option by a margin of 16 to
10, with Professors Kessler and
Wypyski joining the .eight
Student Representatives in
voting to retain the present

Dean Freedman opened the
meeting by taking due note of the
large number of students in
attendance and asked all those
who would speak to be brief and
avoid repetition. After disposing
of some¢ business (the Faculty-
Student Liaison Committee was
voted out of existence),
Professor Resnick, Chairman of
the Academic Standards Com-
mittée, was recognized by the
Chair.

Resnick’s committee had
voted 4-2-1 in favor of retaining
the option, with the four students
on that committee carrying the
day. As a result, Professors
Resnick and Diamond wrote a
minority report attempting to
debunk the traditional rationales
given in favor of the option.
According to that report,
students do not utilize the Pass-

requested to obtain a new
student practice order
specifically enunciating student
practice in Suffolk.

The Suffolk County Bar
Association opposed the NLO
petition. No reason has been
stated other than the requested
order ‘‘seemed too broad and
encompassed many areas
currently handled by members
of the private bar.”

From December 1975 until
November 1976, the Law School
negotiated with the president of
the Suffolk Bar. The initial op-
position became a request for
student practice which would be
limited to the District Court. This
request was educationally

inadequate and would result in
1mproper representatlon of

NLO was impossible. The chmce
was clear: fight or get out.

The NLO won. On December 7,
1976, after initially denying the
request for student practice in
Suffolk, the Supreme Court
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AIL ABOLISHED

Fail Option so as to take courses
they would not have otherwise
taken, as was evidenced by the
large numbers of P-F's used in
the more popular courses, such
as Business Organizations and
Wills, Trusts and Estates.
Perhaps the most unpopular
reasoning given for abolition, at
least with those students in at-
tendance, was the charac-
terization of pressure of law
school in general and final
examination period in particular
as ‘‘significant educationally.”
To paraphrase Professor
Resnick, ‘“To give an exam that
counts maximizes the im-
portance and learning in that
course.”” Yet, most importantly,
it was claimed, the change was
needed to upgrade the school in
the area of academic excellence.
In response, students
presented an argument based
upon reliance on the present
system and asserted a presump-
tion in favor of the system,
claiming the “burden of proof”
rested on those who advocate the
change. Student Representative
Sol Handler also submitted a
petition against abolition signed
by 283 students. Professor
Kessler spoke out against the
Resnick proposal as well, citing
the special relationship that had
developed between Hofstra’s

students and its faculty. Kessler
then proposed limiting the Pass-
Fail Option from four semesters
to two, ending with, “Com-
promise is necessary to preserve
what is unique at Hofstra.”

There then ensued a discussion
dealing with both proposals,
leaving some in confusion as to
precisely which proposal was the
object of attack or support.
Professor Mahon cited the high
degree of unpreparedness and
absenteeism amongst his
students, in coming out against
the Kessler proposal and in favor
of the minority report’s proposal
of abolition. Professor
Kadane followed suit, deriding
Pass-Fail as a lottery. Kadane
also suggested advance notice to
professors as to which papers
are subject to the option, so that
less time would be spent
marking them.

Finally, votes on the various
proposals were taken. After
some initial confusion as to the
effect of the Resnick proposal on
the clinical programs such as
N.L.O. (it will have no effect on
those programs’ P-F grading
system) and which proposal was
just defeated, the air cleared

sufficiently so as to allow voting.
the Kessler proposal was

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In response to the rising
crescendo of criticism and
unrest following a vote at the
faculty meeting to abolish the
Pass-Fail Option, an open forum
was held on Nov. 22.

Among those present at this
forum were Dean Monroe
Freedman, Associate Dean
Aaron Twerski, and Professor
Alan Resnick who, with
Associate Professor David
Diamond, co-authored the
Curriculum subcommittee’s
minority report which served as
the basis for the proposal to
abolish the Pass-Fail Option
Also present were approximately
sixty students from the three
classes of the Law School.

Ostensibly, the purpose of the
forum was to emphasize the idea
that the vote taken at the
committee meeting was based on
a good faith effort by some of
the faculty to improve the in-
tegrity and prestige of the Law
School and to dispel the per
vasive belief that the vote was
based on malice or contempt of
student views.

The Dean began the meeting
with a presentation of some of
the issues which he felt had been
raised by the vote. He indicated
that while some of the faculty
members may have been con-
fused by the procedural devices

surrounding their votes, and that
the perspectives of others may
have been clouded by unclear
motivations, such assertions
should not be used to impugn the
integrity of the faculty, as (the
Dean felt) had been done by
some students. The Dean
defended Prof. Resnick’s
proposal to abolish the Pass-Fail
Option as being one which was
designed to improve the prestige
of the school.

Following this initial
presentation, the Dean took
questions from the audience. The
questions raised by the audience
challenged Prof. Resnick’s pos-
ition and beliefs on the Pass-Fail
issue. Repeatedly, he was asked
to provide evidence for the
proposition that Pass-Fail en-
courages laziness on the part of
students. Other students echoed
the belief that they did not desire
to be evaluated by Wall Street
firms, nor did they helieve that
the abolition of Pass-Fail would
enhance the prestige of the Law
School or their standing in the
job market.

The students present were not
satisfied by Prof. Resnick’s
response to these charges. Prof.
Resnick admitted that no con-
crete statistics were compiled
that directly supported his

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What IS happemng" That is the questlon most students

must be thinking when talk turns to the recent vote
abolishing the Pass-Fail Option. Does the vote’s result
represent a change in attitude of the faculty with regard
to the student body? Professors state their doors remain

open to students and that student input is still im-

portant. Yet certain students have noted that, in-
creasingly, both propositions are becoming less and less
true. Once again—what’s happening?

While doing an article on the school’s committees, we
were struck by the vast opportunity for student input in
the running of school affairs. These committees, we
suspect, are the legacy of a student body that was more
activist by nature. The College Class of ’73 remembered
their freshman days of Spring, 1970, while some in the
Class of ’74 can recall the Spring of 1972. Yet, with our
class (1974) came the first indication that things were
changing. Certainly the Class of 75 was quite unlike the
seniors four years earlier.

Hofstra was significantly affected by those activist
times. Few law schools gave their students as much
power, according to our admittedly inexact research.
Yet most of this power went untouched, either through
lack of initiative or knowledge that it even existed. As

such, it atrophied and is now being reclaimed by those

who granted it. For ‘“‘power,” if you will, ultimately
resides with the faculty. Without questioning the merits
of such a trend, it should come as no surprise. It should
also shock few students, then, that the overall im-
pression one gets from the faculty is one of disap-

GROUPS

On November 16 the Law
Student Representatives
published a list of budget
allocations for the academic
year 1976-77. A total of $13,470
was divided among ten student
organizations and publications.

- Four groups which applied will

not receive funds from law
school activities fees this year.

insights of women in the legal
field or women who attended law
school and chose alternative
careers. The organizers of the
journal are looking for people,
including Hofstra Law students,
to write articles. Articles which
are inappropriate for use in the
first issue will be kept on file for
another issue.

Of the $2,000 allocated to the

journal by the Law Student

Representatives, the entire
amount is expected to cover
publishing costs of the ap-
proximately 1,000 copies plan-
ned. Other costs, such as fees
paid for articles, will be raised
by fund-raising activities.

N.Y. TO GO MULTISTATE?

The possible adoption of the

‘Multistate Bar Examination

(MBE) in New York is now being
considered by the New York
State Court of Appeals, which
has been engaged in a review of
the New York State Bar
Examination.

The proposal contemplates the
use of the MBE national multiple
choice examination to replace a
substantial section, if not all, of
the present multiple choice
section of the NYSBE. The

present essay question section of
the NYSBE would be continued,
although some reduction In
number of essay questions might
prove desirable. The entire
examination would be ad-
ministered under the supervision
of the N.Y. Board of Law

Examiners.

It has been suggested th
utilization of the natwnal
examination, in which only eight
states including New York do not
presently participate, has the
potential advantages of stan-
dardized evaluations and
validity studies of the test itself
and of speedier reporting of the
results of the examination.

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WANTED: PLACEMENT DIRECTOR

In the past, whenever a Hof-
stra Law student thought about
finding a job, quite often his first
response was to visit the
placement office, to speak with
Sandy Miller. With the opening of
the new term, however, that will
no longer be possible. Towards
the end of last term ‘‘Sandy’’
resigned his position as
Placement Director. As a result,
various faculty members and
students have formed an ad hoc
committee to fill the position.

‘““We have been looking for a
few weeks now,” said Dean
Monter. “Our first interviews
took place during exams, and we
have continued the interviewing

process since the first week of

classes. The response to our add
in the New York Law Journal has
been tremendous,” she said.
The job of Placement Director
will now have added respon-
sibilities. Not only will the new
Placement Director have to take
charge of the Placement Office,
but he will also be required to
administer the Moot Court
Program and run the Alumni
Association. Because the
Placement Office and the Moot

Court Program both involve the
invitation of representatives of
law firms to Hofstra, the new
director’s duties will mainly be
geared towards these tasks. The
coordination of the Alumni

Association will, for the most -

part, involve fund raising. It is
hoped that by combining these
responsibilities, Hofstra will be
able to offer the kind of salary
that will attract applicants with
more know how and experience
in getting people jobs.

“Finding a good Placement
Director has been given top
priority,” said Dean Twerski.
‘“The new Director will have to
possess two important
qualities,” said the Dean. “Not
only must he have an aggressive
approach to placement, but he
must also be the kind of person
that the students will have
confidence in.” X

Student-Faculty

ving on the committee are Ralph
Byrd and Abe Gross. Professor
Mahon, Professor Silverman and
Dean Monter are also sharing in
the responsibility.

After the initial interviews are
made by the Committee, the
applicant is sent down to Dean
Twerski, who also conducts an
interview. The decision as to
which applicants are acceptable
will be made jointly by the
Committee, Dean Twerski and
Dean Freedman. The final
verdict on who will be picked,
however, will probably be made
by the deans. ‘“We, of course, will
take the Committee’s recom-
mendation into consideration,”

said Twerski. ‘“The decision
won’t be made without student
input.'”

If all goes well, a replacement
for Placement Director will be
chosen within the next three or
four weeks. Until that time
students will have to depend
upon their own resources to find
jobs.

Dean Monter has requested

that any student who is iIn-

terested in participating in the
interviewing process should see

either her or Dean Twerski.

At this writing, the faculty vote
abolishing the Pass-Fail Option
remains, but a group of students
is seeking to convince the faculty
to restore Pass-Fail. There is
talk of a compromise, but some
faculty and some students
remain adamant in their
positions and it appears that the
feelings on all sides have not

changed.

Hofstra’s own Community
Legal Education Project is alive
and well in the depths of Hofstra
Law School. For you who are
uninitiated, this strange-sound-
ing organization is a booming
project run by your fellow law
students. This much praised
program is primarily aimed at
acquainting and educating high
school and college students, and
other interested members of the
community, with knowledge of
practical, relevant substantive
law. Towards that end, CLEP
has developed an innovative
curriculum format which
enables Hofstra Law students to
conduct legal education
seminars in high schools and
other forums. The techniques
CLEP uses simulate court cases
or legal hypotheticals, en-
couraging students to actively
participate by role-playing
judges, jurists, attorneys, and
witnesses. This is done through
mock trials, simulation games,
demonstration in the high school
or law school, one-time lectures
to various school or community
groups, or full semester or year
long courses taught by the law
students.

The program is designed for
maximum flexibility and in-
novation. This means that
participating law students are

free to develop new projects with
the CLEP resources as support.

Participation requires no
additional preparation by the
law students. An interested but
harried student need only devote
as much time as he or she can
spare. Participants are reim-
bursed for expenses and in-
dependent credit may be

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A Night at the Movies

In the event that any
“civilian”’ members of our

readership think that a law
student’s only means of diver-
sion lies in skimming back issues
of the New York Law Journal for
fascinating tidbits, let me offer
two brief critiques of some of
the more recent films that have
helped to alleviate my post-finals
blues:

NETWORK

Paddy Chayeisky (Marty, The
Middle of the Night) has at-
tempted with a surprising degree
of success to turn a satirical and
savage eye upon the ruthless and
amoral work of network
television as personified by
several dramatically contrasting
personalities: a basically decent,
somewhat jaded, mlddle-aged
news chief (William Holden)
reminiscent of Ed Murrow, who

marriage and his infatuation
with a youthful and attractive
but cold-bloodedly ruthless
woman  executive (Faye
Dunaway); a TV newsper-
sonality (Peter Finch) who, on
the verge of mental collapse,
announces his impending suicide
on the air only to become an
overnight media event and have
his prophesies listened to as
though he were a latter-day
prophet; an up-and-coming
executive who has no pangs of
conscience over firing steadfast
employees in the course of in-
termal power struggles within the

network and negotiating
business deals with Arab
nations

All of these machinations are
handled by the author with
skillfully written dialogue and
some of the satirical bite of Elia
Kazan’s A Face in the Crowd, but
Chayefsky and his director,
Sidney Lumet, seem unsure at
times whether they want this
film to be the story of a poignant
romance between two ill-suited
types or a Dr. Strangelove-like
attack on the- institution of
television and its unfulfilled

potential. Despite its im-
perfections, the film is well
worth seeing.

A STAR IS BORN

Those who have been fortunate
enough to view the superb and
poignant 1937 and 1954 versions
(Janet Gaynor and Frederic
March and Judy Garland and
James Mason, respectively) of
this classic tale of the hopeless
love between a rising young
talent and her alcoholic but
devoted husband who descends
Into self-pity and degradation
cannot help inquiring why
Barbra Streisand could allow her
talent to be mishandled in such
an overblown and musically
deficient re-make of the earlier
films. It isn’t that Streisand
lacks the acting or vocal ability
to carry the role but merely that
as executive producer, she must
have become so enamored with
her own image of herself as star
that she was willing to overlook
the fact that neither the writing
nor the music of this new ‘““Star”’
can hold a candle to the originals
which had the one ingredient that
this version lacks: credibility in
the relationship between the two

protagonists. One simply doesn’t
believe that Streisand and the
fading rock star with whom she
shares her life, played in a dazed
and almost inaudible manner by
Kris Kristofferson, are actually
attracted to each other or that
their relationship has any depth
to it. Thus, upon the inevitable
death of Kristofferson, the
audience feels no real empathy
with Streisand’s character.

The actress’s attempt to
transform herself into an
amalgam of Janis Joplin and
Carly Simon via largely sac-
charine and ineffective songs
written by Paul Williams, Leon
Russell and Streisand herself is
equally ineffective, and one
hopes that she will find some
well-written material more
admirably suited to her special
talent as soon as possible. -
