Bleary eyed and clad in rumpled clothing, the
Law School faculty emerged from 129 consecutive
hours of around the clock talks with University
officials.

The talks centered around a dispute in the salary
clause of the law faculty’s contract for the 1977-1978
academic year. Sources close to the University
officials indicated that the salary increase proposed
by the law faculty was too great, and that the
University sought another pay cut, the eighteenth in
two years.

A tentative agreement has been reached, ac-
cording to Eric Schmertz, the labor mediator-cum-
law professor, who led the faculty’s efforts at the

marathon bargaining session.

The agreement according to Schmertz, who in his
spare time plays fireman, includes the following
provisions:

—The law faculty agree to accept the university’s
offer for a pay raise which would bring them up to
$2.10 an hour, on the average. Some professors with
more experience will earn up $3 an hour with
time and a half for extra classes.

—Faculty members will now be eligible to sign
themselves on as student assistants, which will
enable them to earn $5 an hour in their spare time.
In addition they will be given preference for all
part-time positions in the library, shelving books.

—There will be a separate coffee machine for the
use of the law faculty which will feature coffee at a

reduced price of 20 cents, and will also feature other
beverages such as gazpacho and butter milk.
—Law faculty will get a 5 percent discount on all
purchases in the University bookstore.
—Parking tickets for faculty members will be
reduced to $4.

A spokesman for the university said that the
generous offer was made in an effort to compensate
the law faculty at a rate comparable to the worth of
the general faculty of the University.

Although the feeling among the faculty was of

general relief, some of the law professors were not

quite sure what they would do with their windfall.
Professor Lawrence Kessler, who has a beard,
said that he was ‘‘tickled silly” that the negotiations
had finally ended. “I was tired of sitting on that
hard bench,” he chortled. Kessler said that he
hopes to buy a new paisley tie with his pay raise.

Other faculty reacted to the news with similar
joy. Professor Abraham Ordover took time from his
weekly meeting with all the first year women to say
that he would buy a new pocket watch.

Professor David Kadane has indicated privately

that he intends to sell his bicycle and purchase a
new car. David A. Diamond, another professor,
said that he hopes to purchase a new white shirt.

Joseph Bianco the newest addition to the full time
law faculty, believes that he will not be able to
maintain his standard of living even with the pay
increase. He said he intends to sell his two Porsche
911’s and jog to school from his Manhattan apart-
ment.

Moot Court Intimacy is just the
picture you've been waiting for.
It is a touching, sometimes sad
and often unhappy story about
law students in love. This movie
picks up where the Paper Chase
left off, as it chronicles the moot
court experience of two first year
law students, Bert and June.

We see their first meeting when
they are assigned their esoteric

topic and sado-masochistic ad-
visor and follow them as they

embark upon the rocky road
which culminates in their legal
bar mitzvah. Their love begins
next to the Northeastern
Reporters and rapidly develops
as they encounter the Pacific
Reporter and U.S. Law Week. We
observe the endless frustration as
Bert and June tackle with their
respective issues, floundering for
days because they are unable to
figure out just what their
problem is all about. We watch
the hair being torn from their
heads as they search in vain for a
case on point and law review
articles published within the last

100 years.

These are certainly trying
times. Often there were moments
of violence when pages were
ripped out in anger and ob-
scenities traded as these students
grew to love each other and their

" moot court problem. Yet even

after the books were hurled there
were still moments of ten-
derness:; those beautiful, un-

forgettable times when they
would passionately embrace

their A.L.R.’s and gently kiss
their citation bluebooks. Often,
Bert and June would stroll
around the lower level stacks,

“gazing up at the fluorescent lights

and searching for that eternal
star, Sheppards.

This is a movie that must be
seen, especially if you are one of
the lucky few who have un-
dergone the moot court ex-
perience. You will discover the
hidden dynamics of moot court,
the countless weeks of
preparation which included
meetings with deaf advisors who
didn’t seem to care or who were
too busy picking up un-
dergraduate girls at the
cafeteria.

Watch carefully as the brief
begins to unfold. From a single
word it slowly becomes a

smashing artistic achievement,
the pride of every law student’s
grandmother. But there were
also tears and sorrow as the brief
was cruelly ripped off, only to
turn up in Stillwater, Oklahoma-
where it was bought by a bona
fide wheat farmer as feed for his
herd of goats.
